They began in 1999 and are celebrating their 20th
Anniversary Season. They are a more than 50 voice gay men’s chorus that
performs a wide variety of music, from Classical to Broadway. The Oakland East
Bay Gay Men’s Chorus is the most active and well-known Gay Arts organization
in the Oakland and East Bay region of California. They foster social justice and
oppose discrimination through inclusion and education.
